Gun Notes From Here & There

  Gov. Schwarzenegger lets us down, signing
into law the micro-stamping bill (as crime
solving measure) to require laser-engraved
handgun serial number in chambers of all
new pistols, to leave their ID #’s on fired
cartridge cases—even though scientific
study by UC Davis found it useless—and
even though any thug with a small file,
chisel or lady’s emery board could deface it
in just seconds, or thwart its purpose by
scattering at his crime scene empty fired
cases from some other pistol.
  New Study by Don Kates & Gary Mauser
(“Would Banning Firearms Reduce Murder
and Suicide?” in Harvard Journal of Law &
Public Policy, vol. 30, pp 651-694) confirms
the negative results of two large-scale
international studies over the past fifteen
years, that nations with widespread private
gun ownership have lower violent crime
rates than those with strictest gun laws.
Norway, with far and away highest per
capita gun ownership in Western Europe has
Europe’s lowest murder rate.  Denmark,
Switzerland, Greece, Germany and Austria
have high gun ownership and low murder
rates.  Holland has a 50% higher murder
rate, despite having the lowest gun
ownership rate in Europe.  England, with
draconian gun laws almost completely
banning gun ownership, has the highest
violent crime rate among industrialized
nations, twice that of the United States, and
admits that guns are easily obtained by
criminals in England.
