Gun Notes From Here & There

Keller (ex-Parker) case. The US Supreme
Court in conference has considered whether
to take the 2™ Amendment case of DC vs.
Keller (formerly the Parker case), and by the
time you read this, may have decided
whether (1) hear it and DC wins (unlikely),
then gun rights suffer, everywhere; or (2) or
ignore it, letting the DC Appeals Court
verdict stand, it’s a gun rights victory, but
only in the DC Appeals Court District; or (3)
hear it, and Keller wins, it would be a
cosmic jubilation victory for gun rights, and
the devastating defeat we have so long
sought for the Brady Gang.

Gun crime. Gun crime rates in America
continue to be higher in states with most
restrictive gun laws, and least in states with
least restrictive gun laws. NRA’s America’s
1 Freedom reports that according to
Scotland Yard, since England banned all
handguns in 1997, the number of police
injured by gun-wielding criminals there has
almost quadrupled. In the same period, the
number of violent attacks by gun-wielding
thugs has more than doubled. And today
you’re more likely to be assaulted in London
than in New York or almost anywhere else
in the civilized world.
