On December 13" 1 was joined by
committce members Bob Anderson, Jack
Cooper and Tom Longman in attending
Cal Trans pre-construction meeting for the
Public Access Viewing Park that will soon
begin construction immediately adjacent to
the far east side of club property.

Chief among the committee’s objectives
for this meeting was 1o gain assurances that
the club would be able to continue using
our front entrance as much as possible

during the six to eight month construction
period, tentatively scheduled 1o begin
sometime in January. To this end, both Cal
Trans and the chosen construction firm,
San  Rafael’s own Ghilotti  Brothers.
provided strong positive assurances and
were deferential 1o the club’s  ongoing
needs, with interruptions 10 access expected
1o be “few and far between.”
